2018-2019:  COMPETITIVE EVENTS:
· TRACK & FIELD was held on October 20, 2018 at Sokol Tabor at no charge for the use of their facility. A $5 entry fee was collected to cover meet expenses. This event is offered to the local and out of state units of the Central District.  The Meet Directors were Sis. Kimberly Elliott and Bro. Dan Bajek. We had 43 male and 99 female participants (142 total). The district's net profit for this event was $735.00.

· VOLLEYBALL   The Men held their tournament on Friday nights from September through December at Sokol Tabor and Spirit with no charge for the facilities. There were 6 teams entered. Sokol Spirit had two teams, Sokol United had one team and Sokol Tabor had 3 teams. The tournament was Co-Directed by Bro. Howie Maskill and Bro. Ken Fron Jr. The district’s net profit for this event was $125.75
The Junior Girls and Women’s volleyball tournament was held on Sunday November 18, 2018 at Sokol Spirit. To date there has not been a charge for the facility. The Juniors had 3 Junior teams: Sokol Naperville Tyrs, Sokol United, and Sokol Tabor. Sokol Naperville Tyrs won the junior tournament. The Women had 5 teams: Sokol Spirit had two teams, Sokol United had two teams and Sokol Tabor had one team. Sokol Stickney won the women’s tournament. Tournament Director was Sis. Kimberly Elliott. All teams paid an entry fee of $50 the district’s net profit from this event was $400.00
· BOYS WINTER COMPETITION was held on December 8, 2018. We have not been billed yet for this event. There were 40 competitors total. Levels 2 through 5 were competed. The Meet Director was Bro. Dan Bajek. The net profit for this event was $284.00

· RHYTHMIC GYMNASTICS 	was held on December 19, 2018 at Sokol Chicagoland with no charge for the use of the facility. 13 girls participated in the skills testing and 53 competitors.  The Meet Director was Sis. Lauren Beeks. Our net profit for this event was $239.79

CALISTHENIC and MARCHING COMPETITION 	was hosted at Sokol USA Lodge 306 on Saturday February 9, 2019 at no cost to the District. There were only 3 district units that participated in this event. There were 35 competitors. A fee of $10 per competitor is charged to defray the cost of the competition. Our net profit from this event was $370.00
· BOYS APRIL COMPETITION was held on April 13, 2019. We have been billed for this event. There were 23 competitors total. Levels 2 through 6 were competed. The Meet Director was Bro. Dan Bajek. The net profit for this event was $89.57

· GIJO “VAULT INTO SPRING” COMPETITION was held on April 14, 2019 at Naperville Central High School. There were a total of 10 Gymnastic clubs with 3 units competing. The district’s net profit from this event was $3367.15
· SPECIAL NUMBER COMPETITION was conducted on Saturday April 27, 2019 at Lyons Township North High School There were a total of 14 performances, of which 1 was an exhibition and one tot number. The districts  net profit from this event was $1635.00

· SPRING ARTISTIC COMPETITIONS were conducted on separate weekends for the Male and Female Competitors. 
· The Women conducted their meet on May 11, 2019 at Naperville Central High School. There were a total of individuals competing. Of this total of 164 individual competitors registered for all-around competition, and 27 teams.   There were girls’ teams in the Novice, Xcel levels of Silver and Bronze Gold and Platinum.   We had two tag teams in the women’s level. The Meet Director was Sis Kimberly Elliott.  Entry fees were $15 for all around individuals and $20 for all teams. There was a $4 charge per individual apparatus for men and a $6 charge per individual apparatus for women not performing as an all-around competitors. Our net profit from this event was $1274.17.
· The Men conducted their meet on May 18, 2019 at Sokol Spirit. We have not been billed for this event. There were 47 competitors total as well as 3 teams. Levels 2 through 8 were competed. The Meet Director was Bro. Dan Bajek. The net profit from this event was $415.27
· NON-COMPETITIVE CENTRAL DISTRICT EVENTS:
· CENTRAL DISTRICT SKILLS and PROGRESSIONS CLINIC was held from January 18 through January 20, 2019 at Sokol Tabor. There were a total of 66 gymnasts from 6 different Units. The expenses for this event were partially defrayed by $100 registration fee. The co-directors for this event 	were Sis. Christina Curran and Bro. Bryan Pracko and Sis Kristen Merker. 	
· SOKOL DAY was held on May 29, 2019 at Veterans Park in Lyons, Illinois.  Mother Nature reared her nastiness and the program had to be stopped.  Awards were presented for the May competitions in the community center. We had to cancel the bags tournament and children’s games due to the weather. We did have the prasky and split the pot raffles.
